7. NEW BUSINESS

Common Structural Building Violation – Chu Son &Attorney

Chu Son communicated via his attorney that he would appear at the August Board of Director’s meeting to refute the Association’s request for compliance with the regulations and remove recently installed dryer vents in units #310 and #393.  
The request from Son was to allow the unapproved repairs to remain.  The Board denied the request as the governing documents is clear and do not allow for structural repairs to common areas.  An Architectural Request form must accompany all internal structural repairs prior to the work.  
As indicated in previous newsletters and minutes, these units were never designed to accommodate washers and dryers. Dryer vents are not allowed to be drilled into the common areas of the buildings, including work from the interior that affects the exterior of the buildings.  Dryer vents cause cracks in the exterior foundation of the buildings and excessive lint to cling to the walls of the adjoining units in the breezeway areas.
As indicated previously, installation of washers and dryers is at the risk of the owner and any damages that result will be paid by the owner to the damaged party.  There are six laundry rooms throughout the property intended for the purpose of laundering services.  A sign is posted in each laundry room to report problems directly to the laundry company to get machines repaired or receive refunds.

Sprinkler System – The community’s sprinkler system is functioning well for an older system.  However, there are brown spots throughout the property that have been identified as having been exposed to too much fertilizer and not due to under watering.  The landscape contractor is working to remedy this problem and bring the green back to those areas.
